Things continue with the Rock The Coliseum youth concert, which 

runs from 4-11 p.m. and continues on Saturday and Sunday. Organizer Bushra Mahmood was pleased to announce that the band 

Mare would reunite for the first time in four years to perform at the concert. Other bands scheduled to play include The Meligrove 

Band, DD/MM/YYYY, Junius and Burning Brides, among others. There are several elements to the festival, including main-stage 

entertainment, visual arts displays and vendors selling a variety of products and food. Prior to the festival, there will be a South 

Asian Film Festival running June 17-19 at the Central Library. To help build interest in the festival, the Art Gallery of Mississauga
